· Our opening hymn is based on Psalm 103:1-6 and Psalm 150 and was first published in 1680.  It was written by Joachim Neander (1650-1680), who lived in a valley of Dussel where he used to take long walks. The valley was named after him.  In 1856 was discovered the skeleton which was named “Neanderthal man.” 
· “O Christ, the Healer” was written in 1969 by Fred Pratt Green who, after a night of struggling with the theme of healing, drafted this hymn, first known as “A Prayer for Wholeness.” 
· Worship concludes with a centuries-old Welsh tune, coupled with Jaroslav Vajda’s text.  Unlike many songs of blessing, this one puts upon the singer’s lips the voice of God who claims, forgives, nourishes and blesses his children in worship.
